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The Texas legislature has introduced a bill that is now in the Human
Services Committee, which would provide further protections of parents’
rights during a CPS investigation.

These changes include:
·     Requires parental consent or court order for medical/psychological/
        psychiatric examinations of the child.
·     Requires the department to audio record all reports of abuse and
        neglect.
·     Requires the department to record and maintain all interviews and
        documents pertaining to an investigation, including original notes.
·     Requires the department to make written reports about a case and
        make those reports, as well as audio recordings, available to the
        person under investigation.

·     Requires that if the custody of the child is taken away from the
        parents, the child must go to a person the parents/legal guardian
        designate on the child placement resources form.
·     If the child has been taken away but is still breastfeeding, the
        mother is allowed frequent visits to continue breastfeeding the
        child, unless the mother is found by the court not fit for these visits.

BACKGROUND
Parental rights are under siege. Parents, in many ways, are becoming
“second class citizens” as lower courts elevate the power of the state to
supersede the wisdom of parents. Parental choice is in jeopardy.  Freedom
is at stake. The basic fundamental freedom of parents to raise their
children hangs in the balance.

Although the U.S. Supreme Court clearly recognizes parents’ rights as
fundamental and thus protected by a higher standard of review, many
lower courts over the last 25 years have eroded this traditional view of
parental rights. This bill will protect some fundamental rights of parents
to make medical decisions and decide whom their children will live with,
should their custody be taken away.

In our first part of this article we looked at four ways that we as parents
can sometimes frustrate our young adult children. Here are some
additional things for us to consider.

 I. I. I. I. I. P P P P Perererererpetual Bapetual Bapetual Bapetual Bapetual Babbbbbysitterysitterysitterysitterysitter – Often parents, especially of large families,
become very dependent on their older children to help out with the
younger children in everything from schooling to even training and
discipline. In moderation this can be beneficial in training the older
children to take care of younger ones. However, often I have observed
and have myself made the mistake of not realizing that as the older
children blossom into adulthood they begin to need more independence
and gradually more time away from the confines of the home. This is
healthy and normal. But often we as parents have become so used to
having that perpetual babysitter around to relieve us of some or dare I
say almost all of our duties that we are very reluctant to take back up the
reins of our younger children and can even become indignant when we
see signs of frustration in our young adults regarding this issue.

Also, I believe, many times we frustrate our young adults because they
see a vast disparity between the ways we are raising (or dare I say not
raising) their younger siblings and how we raised them. Sometimes this
is due to the added wisdom that comes with parental maturity. But
sometimes it is just weariness or laxity. We need to remember that we are
the parents and all of our children are our responsibility. It is dangerous
to completely turn the raising of a child over to an older sibling simply
out of convenience.

II. No ProspectsII. No ProspectsII. No ProspectsII. No ProspectsII. No Prospects – I have found over and over again that among the
families who disavow the modern dating scene and embrace the more
biblical courtship model (which I personally advocate) there is a dangerous
tendency to violently disavow dating but then think that courtship is
going to somehow happen by accident. Young adults in these families
may understand the dangers of dating, desire a better way, and fully
support their parent’s views in this area. However, as they get closer to
20, 21, 22, etc. and they see little or no pro-activity on the part of their
parents to help them find a mate, and as they look around and see no
“prospects”, they may despair of waiting for something to just happen
and end up taking matters into their own hands. As parents, we need to
take a very proactive approach to getting our young people around godly
young people their own age. Our family has crisscrossed our city meeting
with and having dinner with families who had godly children our children’s
age. We have crisscrossed the country going to conferences and being a
part of ministries, first to educate ourselves for ministry but secondly to
expose our young people to potential marriage prospects so that they
know that they are not alone and that God is raising up more young
people committed to biblical courtship than just them. As I write this, our
oldest son is marrying a sweet, godly girl in just 15 days from now. To
God be the glory!

III. ProtectionismIII. ProtectionismIII. ProtectionismIII. ProtectionismIII. Protectionism – As our young adult children mature, especially
sons, we must begin to give them more and more freedom and expose
them to more and more of the outside world in a controlled and supervised
way. Young people, like eaglets, need to get out of the nest and stretch
their wings under the watchful eye of a loving parent. If young men are
forced to sit at home with mom and the sisters and do only school for
several hours a day, they will become very frustrated and begin to show
signs of “rebellion” that are in reality, simply a reaction to being placed
in a very unnatural situation for extended periods of time. God designed
men to work hard, to sweat, to push themselves, to conquer. We parents
must find ways to get our young people out working and serving others
along with their schoolwork as early in life as possible. Mothers have an
especially difficult time with this. They have literally sacrificed their whole
lives to birth, raise, educate, and protect their children and it is a terrifying
thing for them to send their treasures out into our very dangerous world
even for short periods of time and not be able to protect them as they
once did when they were little.

Never the less, if we don’t want to thoroughly frustrate our young adult
children, we must find the balance between protection and letting them
fly. There are no easy answers but God does promise us wisdom if we ask
Him.

Where is all that information going that I teach my child each
day?

Dominance is a huge determining factor in the brain’s ability to store and
retrieve information.  In order to be neurologically efficient (like a
defragged computer), your brain must be neurologically organized –
one hemisphere must dominate and coordinate your entire body.  The
determination for dominance starts with the hand.  Hand dominance is
genetically predetermined and should not be encouraged one way or the
other.  It should emerge by the time a child is 3 to 8 years of age. If an
individual is right handed it is much more efficient for the right ear, eye,
and foot to be dominant as well.  If left handed it is best to be completely
dominant on the left side. To be right eared or eyed does not mean that
you have better hearing or vision in your right; it means that your right
directs which hemisphere of the brain information is stored.  

Reasoning, analytical and logical thinking are the job of the dominant
hemisphere of the brain and when neurologically organized (dominant
all on one side) you have much more access to these vital skills. Thus,
when you go to retrieve information, it is easily accessible.  If you are
mixed dominant, your sub-dominant ear or eye will file information in
your sub-dominant hemisphere, which is where music, creativity and
emotion take place.  Information stored here is much more difficult to
retrieve.

Individuals with mixed dominance are typically more emotional, easily
upset and hard to calm down.  When they are under stress or pressure
they often do not have access to information they know.  These are the
children that do not test well or baffle the parent because they know
something perfectly one day, but the next day, they don’t recall ever
being presented with the information.  This can be extremely frustrating
for both parent and child!  When a child is frustrated day after day, you
will have a child with low self-esteem, long-term memory problems, and
often emotional and behavior problems as well.  This happens because
they are functioning using the sub-dominant (emotional) hemisphere of
the brain.   

Symptoms of mixed dominance include:  long-term memory problems,
inability to stay on task, reading difficulties, number and letter reversals,
emotionality, spelling difficulties, obsessive-compulsive behaviors, poor
testing ability, and inability to retain information.

Total is 17 minutes, and steps 2) and 4) can be interchanged.
The key is to have #10 row #5 across and have a
faster rower waiting on the other side to take the boat back.

National Zoo is part of the Smithsonian Institute.  The Zoo consists of
163 acres and is set amid the Rock Creek Park in the heart of Washington
D.C.  They are home to 2,000 animals and nearly 400 species.  Their
best know residents are the giant pandas, Tian Tian, Mei Xiang, and their
cub, Tia Shan.

Goals and Objectives:

Pick several of the animals from the website and:  (1) recognize and
name the animals and locate where they would be found in the wild, (2)
describe conservation efforts for endangered animal species at the zoo
and list some of the endangered species(click on science tab – then click
on conservation education and sustainability), (3) list any types of re-
search done at the zoo concerning the zoo’s conservation efforts, and
(4) list different types of animal behavior and their communication.

On the home page be sure to visit the “Meet Our Animals” section.  You
can visit the photo gallery, exhibits, and especially the web cam section.
Remember with web cams you sometimes have to be patient to see the
animals.  If your student is allowed to use the computer for long periods,
this is an exciting event to watch the animal’s behavior throughout the
day and into the night.

Scavenger Hunt Questions:  See if you can answer these from the Zoo’s
website.  If not, then encourage your student to visit the library or other
websites to discover the answers.

1.  There are different types of large cats at the zoo.  Can you
name some of them and where they live in the wild?

2. Giraffes are the tallest animals and have a very long neck and
a very long tongue.  How long are their tongues?  What is the
color of their tongue?

3. In what ways do animals communicate (talk) with one another?

4. Some animals like to be alone most of the time, and some stay
with their family or in a group (family groups/herds).  Name a
solitary animal, one that lives in a herd, and one that lives in a
family group.

5. We should all be good stewards of God’s creation.  What is the
zoo doing to be a good steward?

This field trip can be used for all ages.  For the younger student Mom or
an older sibling can help view the photo gallery or web cams.  Then have
the student pick their favorite animal and visit the library for more books
on that particular animal.  You might want to choose your spelling words
for the week from the books read and have your student create a picture
book about the animal and its habitat.
